Minutes of the January 14th Meeting 

 
The meeting, chaired by Roger W2GLE started at 
7:39 PM.  21 members, constituting a quorum were 
present including 6 directors and officers; Roger Rapp 
W2GLE, Chuck Hartley N2JIY, Fred Kruger K2LDC, 
Ed Ebert KC2E, Danny Harris KC2TFS and Howard 
Stern KC2OJO. 
 
The meeting of the minutes of the December 10th 
meeting was waived since they had been published in 
the January edition of QSX. 
 
Roger W2GLE gave the financial report listing the 
amounts held in the club's checking account, savings 
account and in cash. 
 
Howard KC2OJO reported on QSX and the Larkfield 
ARC web site.  It was reported that the January edi-
tion of QSX had been released to the Reflector and 
t;he Larkfield ARC web site on December 24th and 
had been sent out via U.S. Mail shortly thereafter by 
Richard Gong KA2LH.  The web site had also been 
updated to reflect the 2010 calendar of events, the 
make up of the Board and Officers as modified at the 
December meeting and with pictures of the Holiday 
party..  It was also reported that several members 

(Fred K2LDC, Ed KC2E and Gary K2TVN) had sub-
mitted material for QSX and that Mike W2SWR was 
continuing to provide support for the club web site 
and the Reflector.  Members were told that they could 
be added to the Reflector by sending an email con-
taining their name, call and email address to 
“larkfieldarc@gmail.com”. 
 
Bruno KC2ESI gave the Repeater report. He updated 
the club on the results of his visit to Boxer Court by 
describing the condition of the  '210 repeater. Al-
though the '210 repeater is operational, it contains 
a rat's nest of wires to and from a PCRC controller; 
which is an old PC running an old DOS  based con-
troller programmer that is no longer supported. The 
result is that if there is a problem with the repeater it 
will be very difficult to make repairs or to do any 
other maintenance. To fix this, the RLC-4 controller 
that the club purchased a few years ago will be set up 
to replace the PCRC controller. 
 
The hard line between the radio and the antenna was 
tested (last year) to be within specs by Steve Schuck. 
At some point, the antenna will need replacement as 
well as the repeater itself.  Thought and discussion 
should be given for the possible options.

On 12/6/2009, I was visiting family burial plots in 
Green-Wood Cemetery in Brooklyn, New York 
and came across the large family burial plot of 
Samuel Morse, who is of interest to our hobby of 
amateur radio and accordingly, I took several pic-
tures which I attach to this article for your review. 
Note the CW historic plaque. 
  
 Samuel Morse was born in Mass on 
4/27/1791 and died in NYC on 4/2/1872(81). 
He was a Yale  graduate and started out as 
a serious painter. 
  
Morse was credited for the invention of the 
single wire telegraph system and received a 
patent in 1847. 
The Morse code for CW was the joint effort 
of Morse and Alfred Vail. 
  
Green-Wood Cemetery is very interesting 
due to the architecture as well as the many 
famous historical figures buried there.

The K7RA Solar Update 

 

A steady stream of sunspot activity continues 
to dot the Sun. We had just one day with a 
daily sunspot number of 0 this week -- January 
19 (Tuesday) when sunspot group 1040 moved 
over the horizon. But the next day, old sunspot 
group 1039 re-emerged as 1041, and it now 
graces the Sun's southeast (lower left, relative 
to our view from Earth) quadrant. In fact, now 
that we have a view of most of the Sun (87.35 
percent -- as of 2359 UTC today -- because of 
advanced orbiting instruments), it appears that 
the sunspot group that just left is nearly antipo-
dal to the current visible spot, just exiting the 
Sun's northwest quadrant. If they stay strong, 
when the current one leaves, the other should 
return. 
Sunspot numbers for January 14-20 were 34, 

26, 24, 16, 14, 0 and 16, with a mean of 18.6. 
The 10.7 cm flux was 89.9, 85.3, 84.2, 82.6, 81.5, 
84.2 and 81.7, with a mean of 84.2. The esti-
mated planetary A indices were 4, 3, 1, 1, 3, 1 
and 14, with a mean of 3.9. The estimated mid-
latitude A indices were 3, 2, 1, 1, 2, 2 and 6, with 
a mean of 2.4. Current prediction from USAF/
NOAA has the solar flux rising from Friday, Janu-
ary 22-Tuesday, January 26, at 84, 85, 85, 86 
and 87. Barring any unforeseen flares, the plane-
tary A index is seen as steady and quiet at 5.
